Programs for 2009

Farther Foundation makes it possible for students to participate in unique educational travel
experiences. Inspired by experience, students become active and engaged learners, full of
potential and more fully aware of the world and its opportunities.

In January, Farther Foundation began accepting applications for support from students seeking
to participate in educational travel programs during the summer of 2009.

The Students:Eligible students are
incoming high school freshman through
graduating high school seniors from the
Chicago area. Students come from families
that are economically disadvantaged.
Generally, students have no previous
educational travel opportunities and have
met a minimum threshold for academic
achievement. Students are sponsored by

an Education Partner, and are actively
involved in programs that enhance regular school curriculum and support the student's own
demonstrated dedication to personal growth.

Education Partners:Our Education Partners are public schools, private schools, and
community based organizations that provide students with extra-curricular support (e.g.
tutoring, mentoring, internships, extended school day, after-school programming, leadership
training, college preparatory activities). Partner organizations serve as a reference and a
partner for the student in the application process.

The ProgramsEducational travel opportunities are provided by established operators that
have age appropriate programs designed to allow students to become immersed in new
cultures and experiences, learn and develop skills, serve a community, cultivate leadership
potential and attain personal growth. We select programs that allow the student to interact
with others who have different backgrounds and experiences. Programs are generally one week
in duration or longer and can be foreign or domestic.

The Scholarshipscholarships to support a single student's participation in a program are
available up to $4,000. Scholarships may cover program fees, travel to and from the program
location and other related costs such as passport fees or required insurance.
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Special Program for 2009

Farther Foundation received a special grant from Carl & Rachael Weissman and the Weissman
Family Foundation that will allow two deserving students to travel on a month-long adventure
through the Pacific Northwest this summer. Our partners in this program are the Summer
Quest office of the Chicago Public Schools and OpenRoads.

SummerQuestconnects Chicago Public High School students with enriching pre-college
programs, giving them the opportunity to spend weeks outside their local neighborhoods
exploring new intellectual, social and leadership experiences.

Last summer, 210 students enrolled in over 40 programs across the country. Students who
qualify for free or reduced lunch in grades nine, ten and eleven, with a grade point average of
2.5 are eligible to apply for Summer Quest. Summer Quest boasts an 80% college enrollment
