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Summer Science Program Provides College Experience  

Benito Juarez Community Academy is a typical Chicago public high school. 97% of the students are from 

low-income families, 14% have disabilities and 13% do not speak English as their first language. The 

school is remodeling and expanding its facilities, but the students still enter through metal detectors.

Farther Foundation Supports 3 -year Program  

While on their programs, Farther Foundation scholars gain confidence and skills that enable them to 

become positive examples and leaders in their schools and communities. But imagine the ripple effect if 

those lessons and experiences were integrated into the school curriculum. 

For three consecutive summers, Farther Foundation will support students and a faculty member from 

John Hope College Prep High School in Chicago to participate in a unique program of leadership training 

and cultural and ecological discovery led by Global Youth Leadership Institute (GYLI). Year one takes the 

group on a tall ship sailing expedition; year two, to a Pueblo Indian experience in New Mexico; and year 

three, to either Costa Rica or India for an immersive cultural and ecological experience. Participation and 

support from the faculty and school administration fosters year-long curricular integration that brings the 

experiences and lessons back home with projects that educate and benefit the school and community.
